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“"God, Send Revival!”, Part 2
Ruth1:1-6

There’s an age old adage that says “you are what you eat”—it’s true
physically AND !

We are living at a time when the average Christian has a “flabby” faith and
the average church is “weak” and “anemic” because we're not really
hungry for God! We fill our lives with the things of this world so we have
no room left for the things of God!

*The prerequisite for revival is a desire for holiness and a
for God!

Bethlehem means “house of bread”!

*Naomi and her family left Bethlehem for the land of Moab because there
was in the “*house of bread”! There was a famine
throughout the land of Judah!

*There is a spiritual in our nation because there is no
bread in the “house of bread”—The Church!

The “church house” is supposed to be the “bread house”. Jesus said “I'm
the Bread of Life...” Where Jesus is not present there is no power! There is
a famine in our nation because there’s a famine in our churches!

Jesus said in John 6:35 *l am the bread of life. He who comes to me shall
never hunger, and he who believes in Me shall never thirst.”

*Jesus is the “Bread of Life” but He only shows up where
are hungry!

We need to bring back the Bread to the “house of bread”!

*We need revival—revival is defined as * of life”...It means

to recover, renew and restore!

It’s when God supernaturally by His Spirit breathes life back into a
person, a church, a marriage, or a nation that is quickly becoming a
corpse!

*Revival is associated with two things—God's and God’s

It's been a long time since history has recorded anything that remotely
resembles true revival in our nation! If there were any real revival taking
place in our generation, our nation would reflect more of heaven and a
lot less of hell!

1 Peter 4:17 says “For the time has come that judgment must begin at
the house of God...”

*God’s power has departed and the “house of bread” is empty because
God’s people are not really hungry for His !

Church has become about “us” and for “us” when all along it was meant
to be about God and for God! We have more fashion than passion. Our
faith is more “self-enhancing” than “self-sacrificing™!

Revival happens when there is a hunger for God’s presence and a
hunger for God’s power! (Matthew 5: 6)

*Revival doesn’t come because we have allowed the things of this
to satisfy our lives and dull our hunger for the things of
God!

Satan’s strategy is to keep us so full of “junk food for the soul” and
“amusements for the flesh” that we're satisfied with just a “crumb of
God’s presence”!

Moab is a picture of the world—it doesn’t have the true Bread and it
will always leave you empty! (v. 3, 5)

*After leaving Bethlehem for Moab—Naomi is left
destitute and in despair!

Rather than finding the “Bread of Life” all the world can offer is the
“bread” of death, destruction, despair, brokenness and emptiness. Only
the “Bread of Life” can fill the hunger inside the human heart!

Psalm 34:8 "Oh, taste and see that the Lord is good...”

*|f we ever really get hungry for God our pantries will not be able to
contain His !

When Naomi heard there was once again bread in the “house of bread”
she left Moab and returned to Bethlehem! Not only did she come, but so
did Ruth, a Moabite! The Moabites were the enemies of God, but now she
embraced Naomi’s God—the true and living God! (v. 6-8;14-16)

*Before the Savior can invade our presence must be

removed! (John 3:30)
1 Corinthians 1:29 says “no flesh can glory in His presence.”

*We have to
up instead of God.

Repentance prepares you for God’s presence. Repentance is the removal
of anything that comes between you and God!

Are you hungry enough to put God first in your life?

Jesus said in Revelation 3:15-16 "I know your works that you are neither
cold nor hot...So then because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor
hot, I will vomit you out of My mouth...”
