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What does it really mean to worship?

*"Worship” comes from two words that literally mean “worth” and “ship”"—it’s to give back
to God!

Worship is the proper recognition and celebration of God, returning to Him the glory that He alone
deserves!
Worship then is our natural response for who God is and what He's done!

True worship does not begin with a song and it’s not about singing! (See Romans 12:1)
*True worship begins with the

of our lives—it begins by offering God our lives!

Worship is not about a song or a music style—it’s about sacrifice! It's our natural response to the
Revelation of who God is and what God has done. His greatness! His holiness! His graciousness! Worship is
not about something you do—it’s about something you are!

*The heart of worship is about the total of our lives to God—a "“living sacrifice”!

It’s not something you do merely with your lips—it’s something that comes out of your life! It's an
attitude of surrender and sacrifice and Paul says it’s “our reasonable service”.

*The only response is to give our lives for the one who gave His life for us!

What does it mean to be a "“living sacrifice”?

*What Paul has in view is the * offering” of the Jews. (Leviticus 1:3-17)

To the Jews “living sacrifice” would have sounded like the ultimate “oxymoron”. The only kind of sacrifice
they understood was a “dead sacrifice”. The “burnt offering” of the Jews was a perfect male lamb

without spot or blemish that they would kill on the altar and then consume with fire. It was a prophetic
picture of Jesus Christ who is the Lamb of God who became our burnt offering on the cross!
*Because Jesus was willing to give His life for us...We ought to be willing to give our for Him!

We are to be a sacrifice like our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ! As the Lamb of God He died, but unlike all
of those sacrifices before Him, He resurrected from the dead! Just as Jesus became a living sacrifice for
us, so we ought to be a living sacrifice for Him!

Are you “committed” to Christ or “consecrated” to Christ?

*True worship is not an “activity” but ratheran !

It’s not something I do, but rather something I am—a sold out servant of the Savior! Dying for Christ
really has to do with living for Him...24/7...That’s a living sacrifice! That’s consecration!

*Consecration has to do with
What Christ became for us, we are to become for Him!

ourselves to God as a “burnt offering”...

"The Heart of Worship”
Romans 12:1
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Consecration is about holding nothing back from God--giving Him everything and withholding nothing!
We are to “present our bodies a living sacrifice” just as those Old Testament Jews would present that lamb
to the priest as a sacrifice!

*God does not want to be just another one of our®
consecration!

Somewhere along the way the word “consecration” was dropped from our Christian vocabulary and
replaced by the word “commitment”. But when Christ is just another one of our “commitments” we will
follow Him only until it “costs too much”. The early Christians changed their world because there was no
cost to high—they gave their lives!
*If you don’t have a cause worth for, you don't have a cause worth living for!

We are losing our culture because our nation is full of “committed” Christians but not “consecrated”
Christians. We want a faith that is more “convenient” than “costly”.

*You're consecrated to whatever it is you're sacrificing for the most—that is your true object of
!

Sports, hobbies, cars, houses, extra-curricular activities, money, material things—for many people these
are the true objects of their worship. These are the things we sacrifice for the most—idols in our lives that
we worship.

*God deserves to be
earth!

in our lives—He has no equal in heaven or on

In Genesis 22:5 is the first mention of the word “worship” in the entire Bible!

God gave Abraham a “trust test”. He tells him to take his son Isaac up to Mt. Moriah and sacrifice him on
an altar. God was not going to let Abraham really do it, but at the time Abraham didn’t know it! Abraham
got to the foot of the mountain and declared “the lad and | will go yonder and worship...”

*Abraham was going to worship—but he was not going to —he was going to sacrifice!

That is the true definition of worship. That is the heart of worship. It’s not about a song—it's about
sacrifice! Where Abraham was going, there was no praise band, sound system, or endless debates about
which songs to sing! Just sacrifice.

Until you learn that true worship is about sacrifice it won’t matter which song you sing!

*Worship is not for us—it's for !

Some people worship God to GET something while others worship to GIVE something!

*God cannot give you what you have not first given to HIM—give Him your !
