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Music and song were created by God before He created almost anything else!

*There are references to singing and music in the Bible—more verses about praise
than even about prayer!

That’s how much our musical worship and praising Him with song matters to God! Almost
every time the Bible describes heaven, there is music and praise being sung continually day and
night!

What are the origins of musical worship? (See Ezekiel 28:11-18)

*Lucifer was created with musical
praise and worship!

Before he rebelled against God, "Satan” was the “anointed cherub”—the highest order of the
angelic host. His name was Lucifer which means “light bearer”—he was created with every kind
of gemstone to reflect and radiate the light of God. But he was also created with musical
instruments because he was the first ever “worship leader”!

*When God created the world it was Lucifer leading the
praise! (Job 38:7)

Job 38:7 says that when God laid the foundations of the world the “*morning stars sang
together...and shouted for joy”! As the angels would sing and shout for joy, Lucifer's purpose
was to lead them in the worship of God!

But Lucifer rebelled against God in his desire to be worshipped as God! (Isaiah 14:12-14)

*He lost his position as the “light bearer”, but he has not lost his desire to be

He wasn’t satisfied leading worship—he wanted to be worshipped! And in 2009 he still does!
And he hasn't lost his interest in music—he still understands its power and influence!
